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gossip and complaints. Too often rumors 
thrive because we don’t check them out but 
pass them along. In the end, someone or some 
group is damaged or badly hurt. If you hear a 
rumor, ask for its source and continue to do 
that until you find its origin. If you can’t 
reveal who told you something, then don’t 
pass it along. In the church, you can always 
check with one of the clergy, who are quite 
comfortable tracing rumors back to their 
sources. Rumors are of darkness; as Christians 
we are called to bring light to darkness. Do 
not become the receiver of rumors and 
complaints. Suggest the “donor” of rumors 
and complaints go to the source of the issue 
and resolve it. Don’t encourage bad mouthing 
and bad behavior by not speaking up or by 
getting caught up. 
 Consider the community a source of light 
and life. In those rare instances when concerns 
or issues cannot be resolved individually or in 
a small group, they will be brought before the 
community. This is how the truth is offered 
and how light is brought to darkness. 
Everyone hears the same thing and rumors 
and untruths no longer have life nor the 
potential for destroying a community.  
 Treating one another with respect is no 
small thing. But that is exactly how each one 
of us wants to be treated. No one of us does 
these things perfectly and most of us have to 
keep trying over and over. But we can be 
intentional about being honest with one 
another, going directly to one another when 
we have issues, and encouraging others to do 
the same. And we can be forgiving of one 
another’s imperfections. A Christian life is a 
counter-cultural way of life; it’s not easy, but 
it’s healthy and works for the good of the 
individual and the community. We can indeed 
practice what we preach. 

A while back, I preached a sermon and wrote an 
article on Matthew 18:15-17. It’s a relatively short 
passage in a larger section where Jesus instructs us on 
how to live with one another.  
      If another member of the church sins 
against you, go and point out the fault when 
the two of you are alone. If the member 
listens to you, you have regained that one. 

But if you are not listened to, take one or two others along 
with you, so that every word may be confirmed by the 
evidence of two or three witnesses. If the member refuses to 
listen to them, tell it to the church; and if the offender 
refuses to listen even to the church, let such a one be to you 
as a Gentile and a tax-collector. 

Going directly to the person with whom we have a concern or problem is 
what Jesus teaches us very clearly. If that doesn’t work, then we bring one or 
two others into the equation so we have a better chance at hearing one 
another and resolving concerns. 
 From what I’ve observed, St Clement’s has been a faith community that 
has done a really good job of practicing this approach to problem solving 
during my time here. Because of that, we can consider ourselves a pretty 
healthy community when it comes to how we relate to one another. But some 
reminders certainly don’t hurt as we continue to live in a very stressful 
environment and challenging economy.  A short commentary on the passage 
from Matthew might be helpful. 
 If you have a problem with someone, go directly to that person. Talking 
to others, complaining in the parking lot or over the phone or during coffee 
hour or in the back of the church only serve to spread the problem to more 
people and to cause distrust and discontent in the community. It’s like a virus 
that spreads through the body and soon becomes almost impossible to stop.  
 Don’t talk stink about others. If you don’t like something about a 
person, either say nothing or talk to the person directly. 
 Respect the dignity of every human being – no matter how well you 
think you know them. In one of my recent sermons, I talked about how the 
phrase, “I TOLD you so” can be so hurtful. It serves no purpose other than to 
make one person look stupid and the other smart. I’ve heard too many stories 
of people who have left parishes because of the way other parishioners have 
talked to them or treated them or ignored them.  They just go away quietly. 
How would any one of us feel if we had been the cause of their hurt 
departure? 
 Practice rumor control and don’t be the depository for rumors and

enough to not disturb those around us; talking 
is even more disconcerting to one in prayer or 
meditation. If we can be respectful of one 
another as adults, our young ones will have the 
chance to learn what it really does mean to 
come together and worship in God’s presence.  
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The first meeting of the St. Clement’s School Board of Directors took place in August. Most of the board 
attended; those few absent were on the mainland. After introductions, the board began its orientation session 
with a thorough review of materials that would give members a solid foundation for making decisions and 
guiding St. Clement’s School as one of the state’s premier early education institutions and as a vital mission of 
The Parish of St. Clement. The Board reviewed the governance of the Episcopal Church to understand where 
it functions within the structure of the Parish, its responsibilities to the Vestry of the Parish (which is the legal 
entity and has fiduciary responsibility for The Parish of St. Clement as a whole), resource materials from The 
National Association of Episcopal Schools (of which St. Clement’s is a member), school budgets and 
demographics, the history of the school, and school bylaws. Those members who weren’t able to be with us at 
the August meeting will have the opportunity to review the same material before the next Board meeting on 
September 13. 
 
Before the September meeting, the Vestry will appoint a chair for the Board; board members will elect other 
officers and make committee assignments. Board members include parents Dr. Wade Nobuhara and Emily 
Waters, Vestry Liaison Dr. Leslie Isaki, parishioners Annabel Murray, Dorsey Gibson, and Carl Tom, and 
community members Rep. Della Au Belatti, Jim Kawashima, and Barb Morgan. The Rev. Liz Zivanov and 
Dr. Patsy Izumo sit on the board, as does Parish Treasurer Keith Kalway.  All Board meetings are open to the 
public and are held on the second Monday of the month from 5:30-7:30 in the Parish Hall.

 The original Lefferts-Cooke Memorial Organ was built by Austin 
Organs of Hartford, Connecticut and dedicated on November 22, 1942. 
More than sixty years later, when it became obvious that the organ 
needed renovation, Mike Fazio, the owner of Austin Organs, was 
contacted. In 2007 Mike came to St. Clement's and spent several days 
thoroughly evaluating the condition of the organ. After presenting his 
findings, he returned to Connecticut and sent a proposal with his 
recommendations. At its February, 2008 meeting, the Vestry approved a 
contract with Austin Organs. 
 

 In March, 2008 a Steering Committee planned a campaign to raise 
money for the organ’s restoration and subsequent upkeep. The 
campaign, called HONOR THE LEGACY, was launched in August, 
2008. More than $250,000 was raised in donations from individuals and 
local foundations.  
  

 Concern that a design for the console marquetry be consistent with 
our Hawaiian Anglican heritage initiated a search for an appropriate 
carving, which led to Queen Emma and the Daughters of Hawai`i. After 
careful consideration of the right design, the Daughters of Hawai`i 
allowed the use of a design on the headboard of Queen Emma’s bed at 
the Queen Emma Summer Palace. Since Queen Emma and 
Kamehameha IV had brought the Anglican Church to Hawai`i, it seemed 
appropriate to honor them at our church. 
  

 The restoration began in 
earnest in February 2009. 
Mike made several trips 
during the year to Honolulu, 
returning to Hartford to work 
on pipes, and later bringing 
the pipes back to St. 

Clement’s. Work was completed a little more than a 
year later, before Easter, 2010. Six months of tweaking 
was necessary in order for the organ to settle down. A 
final voicing of the instrument will take place in 
September. 
  

 In June, 2010 a Dedication Committee made up of 
musicians and volunteers began planning the 
rededication. A ceremony similar to the original 
dedication will showcase the extraordinary capacity of 
the voice of the instrument and celebrate our joy in 
musical worship. 
  

 After the rededication, a reception will be held in 
and around the Parish Hall. A table with selections of 
both savories and sweets to enjoy with either a white 
wine punch or a refreshing fruit punch and a selection 
of teas and coffees is planned. Dim sum, mini quiche, 
sliced mochiko chicken on skewers with a dipping 
sauce, mini veggies, and brownies are all on the menu. 
  

 A dedicatory recital will take place later in 
October, 2010 to showcase the qualities of the organ 
and the skill of local organists. A concert of Hawaiian 
music is planned for November, 2010.

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The August vestry meeting was scheduled for Tuesday, August 10th 
but due to Rev. Liz’s unfortunate fall, the meeting was canceled, 
leaving a void of actual vestry meeting news.  However there still 
has been the usual busy Parish life, and Thursday night’s St. 
Clement’s Farmers Market is one of the busiest.  For me it means 
supporting the Farmers Market on three levels: as a Makiki resident 
visiting a neighborhood shopping spot, as a volunteer who helps 
with the closing-up chores on the third Thursday of each month, and 
as a member of the vestry, which continues to monitor the growth of 
the market and the revenue it produces for the Parish.  
 
What does the market mean to me as a consumer who happens to 
live in the neighborhood?  It means a leisurely stroll down Makiki 
Street getting me to the market usually around 6:30 PM.  There is 
still a great selection of produce to pick from and some of my 
personal “must haves” are the fresh island brown eggs, apple 
bananas, baby bok choy or colorful Swiss chard, papaya, and a loaf 
of specialty bread, usually the blueberry/cream cheese loaf.  My 
“sometime” purchases might be a jar of lilikoi butter, lehua honey, 
or perhaps li hing mui pickled mango.  And those are just my take 
home produce purchases……you can’t get away without picking up 
something for dinner from a varied selection of  “plate dinners”…
fish, steak, chicken, shrimp, kalua pig and cabbage, Thai food 
selections or perhaps a bowl of fresh tomato-basil bisque offered by 
the various food vendors. Oh yes, I can’t leave out the yummy fresh 
made pizza selection. A cup of coffee and dessert pastry finishes it 
up nicely.  I always find one or two of my immediate Makiki 
neighbors shopping and/ or eating so I take time to sit down and 
catch up on a little neighborhood news. And there are always a 
couple of tables of parish members enjoying the sidewalk café 
atmosphere as they have an early dinner or just stop by to grab 
something to take home for dinner.  The mix of people who come to 
the market is part of the enjoyment. ….it really is a cross section of 
our Parish neighborhood and everyone mingles happily enjoying a 
fun, safe evening environment.  For people who live in such a 
densely populated area, mainly in high rise apartment buildings, it 
has to be wonderful to have some place to just spend some time in 
an outdoor setting where families with children and the elderly are 
equally welcome! As it gets dark, it is time for me to grab my bags 
of produce and the plate of dinner and head home, walking back up 
Makiki Street.  
 
My involvement as a volunteer worker at the market is a little 
different.  On those nights I am on the close-up team, I’ll drive to the 
church since I’ll be leaving later, after dark.  The group usually starts 
to gather at the end of the market closest to the parish hall around 
7:00 PM.  The trolleys for the folding chairs are already in place, a 
bowl of warm water and a cleaning rag are on the cart ready for 
cleaning tables, the parking cones have already been picked up and 
put on the cart, and we are ready to start as the crowd begins to thin 
out. The division of the chores just seems to happen naturally when 
we get to the 7:30 PM closing time… chairs are folded and stacked, 
battery lanterns are removed from tables, and the tables wiped clean 

and folded. Within a half hour or so, all parish 
equipment has been cleaned and put away, a 
last call for vendors to have access to the 
bathrooms is given, and then the turning off of 
lights and locking the buildings takes place.  
Many hands make this all work smoothly and 
there are always parish members (too many to 
name but you know who you are and your 
willingness to kokua is much appreciated) 
who will jump in and help if the team is short 
handed….there is good fellowship even in the 
mundane chores of clean up. 
 
And as a member of the vestry I am interested 
in hearing the number of attendees for that 
particular Thursday evening as this is our 
gauge for the success of the market.  Are we 
growing?  Are the attendees supporting all of 
our vendors?  Are our vendors happy with 
their customer base? When the volunteers 
using the “clickers” report 700 or 800 
attendees we know we are on the right track 
and the increase in farmers market revenue is 
a direct result of this growth. We are always 
looking for new volunteers to share the chores 
inherent in a volunteer operation such as this 
market.  It is run 100% by volunteers, many of 
whom work every week to keep it going but 
we need to be careful that burnout doesn’t 
occur ….this is why we need your 
participation. After a vendor says a happy 
“goodnight, Auntie,” you leave with the 
knowledge that this is a healthy, vital ministry 
and being a part of it is its own reward.   
 
Because there was no August vestry meeting, 
which is where ministry reports are presented, 
there are no other  reports to include in this 
article. However, those ministries that were 
active in August will have their activity 
reports appear in the next issue of 
Ke’Alemanaka. 
 
The next Vestry meeting will be on Tuesday, 
September 14th at 6:00 PM.

I love it when I am reminded that Jesus was not born, 
did not live, nor died in some sort of spiritual, 
religious, or philosophical vacuum.  I need to know 
that He was fully human, too, and that He was 
influenced and affected by the forces of the world in 
which he was a part, just like us.  It would be easy to 
assume from a shallow reading of the Gospels, or 
from the doctrines of the Christian religions that have 
evolved out of the Gospels, that Jesus was an 
experiment in the long refuted scientific theory of 

Spontaneous Generation.  You remember how in middle school we learned 
about that medieval “scientific” postulate in which you could throw a pile 
of dirty rags in a corner and, voilà, a nest of mature mice would be created.  
Not to compare Mary and Jesus with dirty rags and a nest of mice, but I like 
to see that Jesus did not leap from Mary’s womb as a  fully developed 
Messiah, but instead over the course of His 33-year lifespan, He grew into 
His role, slowly but surely, as God revealed God’s self in Him in God’s 
entirety. 
 
Recently, a number of very special people in our Parish have passed on 
from our temporal human experience into God’s eternal Heavenly one.  It 
has affected us all deeply.  It reminds me of the time immediately after 
Jesus’ crucifixion and the despair His disciples felt at their loss.  However, 
it also reminds me of how Jesus returned to them through the Resurrection 
to prepare them as apostles and demonstrate to them that there was in fact a 
Resurrection. It further reminds me how, after His Ascension into Heaven, 
He returned to them again by the Holy Spirit and remained with them and 
in them through the Holy Spirit for the rest of their lives.  Finally, it 
reminds me how we are His modern-day disciples and apostles who, by our 
Baptisms, Jesus likewise dwells with and in us through the Holy Spirit, and 
how, through the Baptisms of our loved ones who have passed on, instead 
of being dead to us, they too have been Resurrected, have Ascended into 
Heaven, and by the Holy Spirit are very much alive with and in us  ~  just 
like Jesus. 
 
For me, the lives of these very special people are the answers to the 
questions Rabbi Hillel posed and still challenges us with today, over 2000 
years later, as he probably did an adolescent Jesus in their own shared time: 
 
· When we sacrifice ourselves for others in our daily lives, God is there. 
· When we live our daily lives for others, then we too are God revealed. 
· Loving one another is the Law and the Law is God. 
· It is enough that God allowed us to be, but God wants us to be with and 

in God, and with and in one another, too. 
· It not a matter of now, or even when, but always.
