As a reminder,
0.7% of our parish budget is allotted to provide
funding for programs that support the MDGs. In
September, | highlighted the first goal, to end
poverty and hunger. In this article, I'll describe
some of the ways the Parish has distributed thé#Pand then
highlight Goal 7: environment sustainability.

Since 2007, we have given $15,687, on top of ourync@mmunity
outreach programs and global ministry partnershigs,
organizations and ministries that are working ieaarrelated to the
Millennium Development Goals. Most of the projedtsive
addressed issues related to poverty and hungeersai education,
child health, and global partnerships for economiprovement of
developing nations. This year, we have made osir ¢dontribution
towards helping with environmental sustainabiliy dnrolling our
church in Hawaii Interfaith Power and Light, and déstablishing a
Green Ministry that will help us learn to be bets¢gwards of the
environment. That ministry sponsored the “Worm Ladgit to St.
Clement’'s as part of our family ministries summeogsamming,
and they will be offering some educational eventslovember for
the whole parish. At the October vestry meetingrdsented four
requests for funding that address:

Hunger, peace and reconciliation (Anglican mingstrin
Kenya),

Gender equality and universal education (a schulars
for Nellie Barhoum, from our sister parish, Holynfily
in Rainah; and YO! House’s GED program), and
Global partnerships and ending poverty and hungggi (
