Which is why | liked Hitch: He could “waffle” judike the rest
of us. It is fair to say Hitch believed religioragthe root of all evil.
He came out and said it many times. Not even yrereb-paganism
or star-studded mysticism was spared. In one famjoote, he took
then-President George W. Bush to task, retortiafjitistead of Iran,
Irag, and North Korea, “The real axis of evil isrShanity, Judaism,
and Islam.” Still, he married his first wife in @Greek Orthodox
Church, and then he did the same with his secoffel iwia Jewish
Synagogue. Had he had lived long enough he prohadlid have
married a third time to a Muslim woman in a Mosque.

It is also fair to say Hitch did not believe in tivay most of
us believe in God. Though it sounds like splitthmgrs, he was not
talking about religions, per se, that is the way practice our
beliefs, but instead about what we believe corisstiod. He may
have come out and actually said he did not belie¥&od, but | have
found no such a quote. Instead, he went to gesajthhs to criticize
our conceptions of God across the religious spegtin particular
our notions of how we consider God “supreme,” whiitchhis view
was totalitarian in nature and contrary to indeggmndhought and
action, and thus personal freedom.

Which is another reason | liked Hitch: He hateglitarianism
wherever he observed it and, whenever he fountieitgave no
guarter and expected none in return. Inverselylokied freedom
wherever it was revealed and embraced it to a,fprdne to living a
life of excess as if to underline his point, buttive end probably
contributing to his early demise in doing so. kswhis zeal, his
passion that made him so insightful; but it wa® dls passion that
often blinded him.

Like so many passionate people, Hitch was frequentl

uninterested if not hostile to ideas, knowledgel toughts that did
not correspond to his own interpretations, formafst, and

conclusions. It was worse than ironic becausewiiais precisely his
criticism of the Roman Catholic Church, its suppiess of the

Enlightenment, and its persecution of the intellats and artists
who sparked it. Much like the liberals and conaéwes he detested
in equal measure, he often times preferred thdyedsiensible and

slavery in Egypt and then enslave them with
Judaism; but wasn't Exodus a declaration of
independence, that through God, the Word of God,
and faith in God, instead ousting Moses and
returning to Egypt to surrender to Pharaoh in
shame, the Hebrew Tribes found the courage anc
the strength to march into the wilderness and
discover freedom? How merciful can God really be
when His own Son admonishes us to gouge out oul
eyes if they cause evil; but wasn't Jesus really
inviting us to examine our destructive behaviors
which separate us from ourselves, from our
neighbors, and from God, and inviting us to change
and experience forgiveness?

Not that | would dare cross swords with an
intellect like Christopher Hitchens, but while
people and the religions we create often insist tha
we agree with their dogmas as he suggests, it seenr
to me God asks only that we listen:

“Let anyone with ears to hear, hear.” (Mark 4:23)

So far, I've written about two goals: environmengaktainability,
and eradication of hunger. In this issue of KeeiAanaka, | want
to address another MDGAchieve universal primary education

In the past St. Clement's has helped serve thos&ingpto provide primary
education in areas where access to education itedirby supporting a primary
school in Cambodia. While it may seem like a naiier to many of us that
providing education is a Christian responsibilityjs worth remembering that
what many of us take for granted is still a presiopportunity for many.

Providing classrooms, teachers, and resourceswarking to enroll and retain
students requires more support than many local agmities are available to
provide. The good news is that in 2008, accordinthe UN’s status report on
the MDGs, 69 million school-age children were noingl to school - a significant
decrease from 106 million children out of school899. However, almost half of
those are in sub-Saharan Africa, and over a quaftiiem are in Southern Asia.

Simple gestures, like providing enough funding $ohool lunches or helping to
purchase paper and pencils can mean a lot for Eclstrmiggling to make ends
meet. Christians have a long tradition of providieducation, often in
conjunction with evangelism, missionary, and cladtg work as a means of
helping each child to have the opportunity to growwisdom. In what ways
